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All primary care providers that wish to deliver the COVID-19 Vaccination Service from their healthcare premises from 1 September 2024 must sign up to do so by completing an online form on the NHSBSA webpage by 23:59 on 27 June 2024. Potential providers should read the Contractual Agreements and Site Sign-up Process Guidance, which outline the process and deadlines, before submitting a response.   
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The General Practice Vaccinations Data Dashboard has been extended to include MMR vaccination programme data. This optional tool can be used to support your operational and audit activities with ability to set up views for your practice groupings. The summary tables, charts and patient downloads are designed to help you review MMR coverage, and enable analysis of the data based on age, sex, valid/invalid doses and whether patients have received national call and recall reminders. To access the dashboard, you will need a Care Identity authenticator, usually a smartcard. See guidance on how to access the dashboard.
