The Midlands Antimicrobial Prescribing and Medicines Optimisation (APMO) Group are developing a project to safely reduce antibiotic prescribing for children in primary care. As part of the project, we have developed a survey to identify individual awareness of existing prescribing guidelines & antimicrobial stewardship (AMS) initiatives, and we would like to hear from prescribers within the region.

GP practices are advised to ensure they receive new medical certificates of cause of death (MCCDs) from DHSC in July. 
Reforms to death certification, including the statutory medical examiner system, will start on 9 September 2024. All medical practitioners must use the new MCCD from 9 September 2024. DHSC’s information explains how healthcare providers, including GP practices, will receive the new MCCD. Please can GP practices check they are on DHSC’s list, and if not, contact the DHSC email address.
